The Defense Nuclear Agency (DNA), an agency in the Department of Defense,
traces its history to the Manhattan Project, which was formed in 1942 to oversee
the development of the atomic bomb. In the Atomic Energy Act of 1946, the
Manhattan Project was dissolved and its military staff transferred to the newly—
established Armed Forc Special Weapons Project was redesignated the Defense
Atomic Support Agency in 1958 and then the Defense Nuclear Agency in 1971.
DNA is responsible for ensuring the safety and security of the United States and
of American military forces in the event of nuclear warfare. To accomplish its
goal, the Agency conducts field and simulated tests to assess and to enhance
the ability of human and animal life, electronic equipment and machinery, and
buildings and other structures to withstand the immediate and longterm effects of
nuclear explosions. The Agency also manages the Department of Defense nuclear
weapons stockpile and its associated report system, conducts nuclear surety
inspections, and is prepared to provide emergency response support in the event
of a nuclear weapons accident or incident. In addition, it provides advice and
assistance to the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff and the Military
Departments on all nuclear matters, including site security, tactics, vulnerability,
and radiation effects. The photographs in this series are copies of originals still
retained by the DNA, DOD Nuclear Information Analysis Center (DASIAC). While
most of the original photographs were taken by photographers hired by the
Defense Nuclear Agency, some were acquired from other government agencies or
branches of the military which participated or had an interest in nuclear testing. A
small number of the photographs in this series were copied from originals already
deposited in the Still Pictures Branch of the National Archives. Finally,
researchers should note that a large number ofphotographs relating to the
nuclear testing program are still classified and therefore remain in agency
custody. This series consists of black—and-white and color photographs of
above—ground nuclear testing at Pacific island and Nevada test sites primarily
from 1946 to 1958, the year in which the Soviet Union and the United States
agreed to a moratorium on the testing of atomic and hydrogen warheads. The
Pacific island test and observation sites included in this series are Bikini and
Eniwetok atolls, Christmas Island, Johnston Island, and Maui, HI. There are also a
few photographs documenting Operation DOMINIC and Events LITTLE FELLER
and SEDAN in 1962. Other operations documented are Operation CROSSROADS,
SANDSTONE, GREENHOUSE, IVY, CASTLE, REDWING, HARDTACK,
TUMBLER/SNAPPER, UPSHOT/KNOTHOLE, WIGWAM, PLUMBBOB, DANNY
BOY, and BUSTER/JANGLE. The photographs for each operation are divided into
two main subject areas. First, they depict the detonation of aerial, underwater, or

surface bombs, presumably as a means to compare the size, shape, and
immediate effects of bombs launched under varying circumstances.

The photographs also illustrate the impact which nuclear
blasts had both on the landscape of the test site and on the buildings, bridges,
and railroads specifically designed and built for the tests. Of particular interest
are photographs showing the fleet assembled for Operation Crossroads, the first
post—-World War II test, and the structural damage to the ships following
detonation.

Most of the records in this series were created by the FCDA, though there is a
small number of records created by its successors, including OCDM and FEMA.
This series consists of images of special nuclear tests, known as operations,
including Operations IVY (1952), DOORSTEP (1953), CUE (1955), REDWING
(1956), and PLUMBOB (1957). Operation IVY was conducted by Joint Task Force
132 for the Atomic Energy Commission and the Department of Defense, at the
Pacific Islands Testing Ground in the Marshall Islands in the fall of 1952. This
experimental Hydrogen bomb detonation, code named “MIKE”, completely
destroyed Elugelab, the island chosen as the test site.

Operation DOORSTEP was conducted at the Yucca Flats, Nevada test cite on
March 17, 1953. This test was the first one at which civil defense observers were
allowed to witness a test program. It was named DOORSTEP to dramatize to the
American public what might be expected to happen if an atomic blast took place
on the doorsteps of an American city. The FCDA conducted some limited tests in
three areas: 1) the effect of a blast on two typical American styles of homes; 2) a
test of the strength of 8 typical outdoor home type bomb shelters; and 3) a test
of the exposure of typical vehicles to determine the amount of protection
provided, and the mechanical operation of the vehicles after the blasts. For
additional detail, see the FCDA produced publication at the end of the
photographs for this test.

For information on Operation CUE, see the description for 304—0OC. Operation
REDWING, was the first airborne test of an H-bomb, and was conducted at Bikini
Atoll, Pacific Islands Testing Ground, on May 21, 1956. Operation PLUMBOB
consisted of 24 (each assigned different codenames such as “Kepler”, “JOHN”,
“GALILEQ”, etc.) separate tests of atomic weapons conducted during the
summer of 1957 at the Yucca Flats, Nevada testing ground.

The images include before and after scenes of interiors and exteriors of houses,
automobiles, and fallout shelters to demonstrate the effects of nuclear
explosions. In addition, there are photographs of mannequins, which demonstrated
the degree of harm an explosion caused to individuals. Many of the images in this
series show the fireball and cloud caused by the nuclear blasts. In folder 1,
marked Misc.— Atom Bomb, there are a number of views of unidentified early
atomic blasts, as well as views of the first test of the atomic bomb which was
conducted at the Los Alamos site on July 16, 1945. Also in this folder are images
of the Baker Day explosion at Bikini Atoll on February 2, 1946. In folder two,
there are many views of the destruction caused by the bomb blasts at Hiroshima
and Nagasaki, Japan.

The Department of Energy (DOE) was established effective October 1, 1977
pursuant to executive order 12009 of September 13, 1977. This act consolidated
the major Federal Energy functions into one cabinet—level Department,
transferring to DOE all the responsibilities of the Energy Research and
Development Administration, the Federal Energy Administration, the Federal
Power Commission, and the Alaska, Bonneville, Southeastern, and Southwestern
Power Administrations, formerly components of the Department of Interior as well
as the power—marketing functions of the Department of Interior's Bureau of
Reclamation. Also transferred to DOE were certain functions of the Interstate
Commerce Commission and the Departments of Commerce, Housing and Urban
Development, the Navy, and Interior. Photographs in this series were accumulated
by DOE predecessors and maintained by the DOE Public Affairs Staff since the
inception of DOE in 1977 and also include images taken by the Atomic Energy
Commission (AEC), the Energy Research and Development Agency (ERDA). The
photographs were taken at the Oak Ridge National Laboratories in Tennessee
(ORNL), the National Reactor Testing Station in Idaho (NRTS), the Bartlesville
Energy Research Center in Oklahoma (BERC), the Pittsburgh Energy Research
Center (PERC), the Duane Arnold Energy Center in lowa, and many other energy
centers and power stations. The series depicts subjects related to energy and
energy use such as nuclear tests, marine biology, environmental studies,
irradiated materials, medicine, mining, space activities, drilling for oil including off—
shore drilling, gas shortages, solar, geothermal and other alternative energy
sources; laser fusion and laser research. Photographs in this series also depict
dams, oil tankers, lightning storms, radiation storage containers, power lines and
power plants, nuclear stations, construction of nuclear plants, scientific labs,
regulatory inspections, contamination monitoring, oil shalefacilities, atomic bomb
blasts, bomb damage at Hiroshima and Nagasaki, Japan; scenes in Alaska, and the
Alaska pipeline.
